Please assist us in ensuring your child brings a swimming costume and towel on swimming days.  Swimming 

trunks are the better option for boys but shorts are acceptable as long as they are loose and not below the 

knee.  Unfortunately, if your child forgets their kit they will be unable to attend that session. Swimming is an 

exciting, fun and important skill to learn.
