Year 5 

Year 5 have sent home work packs (and provided the office the pack so that they can put it on the 
website). We are setting MyMaths and Purple Mash lessons / projects. 
If needed, as time goes on, we can add more activities on the website for children to complete 
 
Year 6 
 
Packs of work for core and foundation subjects have been given out, differentiated. Work has been 

assigned on MyMaths to every child, Google Classroom has been set up for each class and all children 

have logged on. They are also able to do independent work using MyMaths, and PurpleMash. 

Year 7 

In year 7 we are planning on using Google Classroom to send work. We will drip feed maths and 
english lessons daily on the topics that we are going to study. We have also set up a theme project 
based on the topic of the Normans, and will also be setting some ICT lessons via the online system.
